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Findings from the Evaluation

Particpants accessed the browser at least once a day and spent 15
minutes to 1 hour interacting with it, altogether collecting 5 weeks worth
of SenseCam data, corresponding to 27, 212 images. Findings included:

« Participants enjoyed the novel experience of reviewing their day

«+ Participants developed a pattern of use

« Our participants found the browser to be easy to use, to view their
images and interact with various features of the browser

+ The confidence of our participants towards the technology increased
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
